North Carolina Democratic Party to Intervene in Green Party Fraud Case 

State Board of Elections: “The matter remains an active criminal investigation.” 

As the North Carolina Green Party faces an ongoing criminal investigation by the North 
Carolina State Board of Elections into their fraudulent signature gathering practices, 
today the North Carolina Democratic Party (NCDP) is announcing it will file a lawsuit in 
Wake County Superior Court to protect the integrity of the North Carolina political 
process.

From NCDP Executive Director Meredith Cuomo: “Given the North Carolina State 
Board of Elections’ own investigation finding widespread fraud in the North Carolina 
Green Party petitions and the ongoing criminal investigation, the NCDP is pursuing legal 
action to ensure North Carolina voters have not been deceived.” 

The NCSBE’s vote today represents a sharp departure from how the board has treated 
past fraud cases, most notably in the 2018 election fraud scandal in North Carolina’s 9th 
Congressional District, in which the board ordered a completely new election after 
finding evidence of ballot tampering.

Background on fraud investigations into the North Carolina Green Party:


• In legal filings, the NCSBE makes clear there is an “active criminal investigation” 
into the Green Party’s activities, and the number of questionable signatures 
exceeds the 2,088-signature buffer they had as of June 30th.

• The NCSBE’s investigation found the Green Party, who refused to cooperate with 

the investigation, contracted with at least two petition gathering consultants who 
have a documented record of committing fraud, and a review of the petitions 
showed  “Numerous fraudulent signatures” which “indicate organized effort to 
falsify petition.”

• Congressional Democrats’ climate and health care package is getting a boost 
from a group of top economists, who wrote in a new letter that the so-called 
Inflation Reduction Act will lower prices for American consumers amid high 
inflation.


• “This historic legislation makes crucial investments in energy, health care, and in 
shoring up the nation’s tax system. These investments will fight inflation and 
lower costs for American families while setting the stage for strong, stable, and 
broadly-shared long-term economic growth,” 126 economists said in a letter sent 
to congressional leadership Tuesday, which was first obtained by CNN.


• The letter was signed by key economists including former Clinton Treasury 
Secretary Robert Rubin and Obama Treasury Secretary Jack Lew, Obama Labor 
Department chief economist Betsey Stevenson, Moody’s Analytics chief 
economist Mark Zandi, former Congressional Budget Office Director Doug 
Elmendorf, and Nobel prize-winning economist Joseph Stiglitz, among others.


• “This started to come together late last week with some of the signatories 
connecting with each other to discuss how they could highlight the economic 
value of the bill and push back on some of the economic disinformation 
surrounding it,” a source familiar said of the letter.


• The economists touted the bill’s historic $369 billion investments in combating 
the climate crisis and, they wrote, it will “quickly and noticeably bring down health 
care costs for families” by allowing Medicare to negotiate certain prescription 
drug prices, along with extensions to expanded Affordable Care Act subsidies.


• Those investments, the group wrote, “would be more than fully paid for,” pointing 
to its provision to impose a 15% minimum tax on certain corporations.


• “This proposal addresses some of the country’s biggest challenges at a 
significant scale. And because it is deficit-reducing, it does so while putting 
downward pressure on inflation,” the economists said.


ICYMI: NCDP Continues “Too Extreme GOP” Tour in Asheville

• Today, the North Carolina Democratic Party (NCDP) continued its “Too Extreme 

GOP” Tour. The tour is part of a national “Too Extreme GOP” push by the 
Democratic National Committee (DNC) following July 31st – which marked 100 
days out from Election Day.  


• The “Too Extreme GOP” Tour is highlighting the contrast between Republicans in 
North Carolina and across the country’s extreme agenda of banning abortion with 
no exceptions for rape and incest and cutting Americans’ Medicare and Social 
Security benefits, versus Democrats’ agenda of lowering costs for working people 
and protecting reproductive freedom.

Voting Rights

• On Friday a Court of Appeals decision from earlier this year went into 

effect, allowing North Carolinians with felony convictions who are on 
parole, probation, or another form of state supervision to register to vote. 
The voting rights of these groups are still under litigation, but for now felony 
disenfranchisement has ended for all but people who are currently serving prison 
sentences for felonies in North Carolina, and many state residents with a felony 
conviction who have previously been barred from voting will be able to vote in 
November’s elections.


Reproductive Rights

• Republican leaders in the NC General Assembly asked a federal court to lift 

an injunction blocking the state’s 20-week abortion ban. Federal Judge 
William Osteen Jr. had blocked enforcement of the law in 2019, but Republicans 
argue that given the Supreme Court’s recent overturning of Roe v. Wade, the law 
should be reinstated. Last week North Carolina Attorney General Josh Stein had 
said that he would not ask the court to lift the injunction. The law bans abortion 
after 20 weeks of pregnancy with no exceptions for rape or incest.


Criminal Justice 

• On Monday a federal judge sided with NC Attorney General Josh Stein in a 

suit brought by his campaign claiming that an NC law banning the 
publication of “derogatory” falsehoods about politicians is 
unconstitutional. Stein’s campaign is under criminal investigation for potentially 
violating the law in a 2020 campaign ad criticizing his Republican opponent for a 
backlog of rape kits in his home county, but as long as the temporary restraining 
order issued by the judge on Monday stands, the Wake County District Attorney’s 
office will not be able to bring charges against Stein under the law.

I am excited to share that the Honoring Our Promise to Address Comprehensive 
Toxics Act (Honoring Our PACT Act) passed the Senate last night and is headed to 
President Biden’s desk. This comprehensive bipartisan package is a historic and life-
saving victory for our veterans, addressing the potential toxic exposure they may have 
faced while in service and opens access to VA health care for those affected.   

This has particular significance for North Carolina, where soldiers were exposed to 
contaminated water while stationed at Camp Lejeune. I am proud that this package 
includes legislation I coauthored, the Camp Lejeune Justice Act, which will provide 
service members and their families who suffered from exposure to contaminated water 
at Camp Lejeune in North Carolina the opportunity to seek judicial relief and have their 
long overdue day in court.  

Following the tireless advocacy by veterans and their families, the Honoring Our PACT 
Act overcame the Senate Republican blockade and now heads to President Biden’s 
desk to become law. I firmly believe that the federal government has an obligation to 
care for our veterans, service members, and their families. Exposure to contaminated 
tap water and other toxins is a grave oversight, and those affected deserve justice. 
Our veterans and their families have waited decades for this opportunity and 
necessary care, and this legislation is a crucial step towards remedying long-term 
injustices. This is the most comprehensive legislation to date to treat toxic exposure as 
a cost of war, and I am proud to play a role in the authoring and passage of this 
legislation.
